LEAGUE COUNCIL MEETING
The draws fo the Challenge, Divisional and League Cup competitions will be made at the meeting. This is an important meeting to collect handbooks and ALL CLUBS must be represented by their Secretary/Assistant Secretary. 

NOTE: Club secretaries who know that they will be absent during August and/or  during the season, (Holidays, etc) should read Rule 25j in the Handbook.


INDEMNITY FORMS AND ID CARDS.
All club secretaries should be aware that the rule requiring players to provide forms of indemnity will be vigorously enforced. No player will participate in any match including friendly fixtures until the Registration Secretary has received a form. No player can participate in any match including friendly fixtures until a valid current card is held by the Club Secretary. New clubs in particular should by now have sent off their forms to the Registration Secretary. If you have not then do it now.


L.F.A. SUSPENSIONS AND AFFILIATION.
Apollo, Ben Athletic, Southgate Rovers and The Bell are currently suspended by the L.F.A. due to outstanding cases and unpaid debts. No fixtures will be arranged for these clubs until the League is informed that they have been cleared. 

Sort it out now or there will be no football.

At the May meeting 2 months ago clubs were asked to tell the General Secretary when they received their LFA affiliation numbers and as usual many complied but a lot have not. As far as the League is concerned the following clubs are not affiliated and will not be allocated any fixtures until this instruction is complied with.

PLAYERS CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOUR.

Guidelines for Club Secretaries and Referees.
NOTE: The requirements by club secretaries in the following is equally binding to the club assistant secretary or person in charge of the team in the absence of the club secretary.

Jurisdiction: All players are deemed to be under the control of the referee from the time they report to the ground until the last member of the team or the referee has left the ground at the end of the match.

Conduct and Behaviour: Club secretaries are required to ensure correct and reasonable standards of conduct and behaviour from all players on the pitch and in the changing rooms before and after each match. The club secretary will be held responsible to the League Executive Committee for the conduct of players in his/her club.

It should be made clear to all players that they are as accountable for their actions and behaviour on the pitch and in the changing rooms as they are in public streets. They will be held so accountable in courts of law if necessary.

Misconduct: When a player is cautioned [booked] during the match the club secretary will watch the future attitude/behaviour of the player particularly at the end of the match leaving the pitch. in the changing rooms, etc. Any running feud with an opponent should be stopped by the substitution of the player if necessary.

When a player is sent off he will go immediately to the changing rooms. The referee should not re-start the match until he is sure the player has complied. Club secretaries are required to ensure that the player returns to the changing rooms. If the secretary is playing he will leave the pitch to ensure that the player complies. Having changed the player will ideally leave the ground. He will not under any circumstances return to the pitch/playing area. Should the player remain in the changing rooms the club secretary will be held responsible for his actions until the team has left the ground.

Referees are required to file a separate report where the club secretary fails to comply with the above.

Physical Assault:. Any person, referee, club official or player who is physically assaulted before, during or after a fixture should report the incident to the police immediately. After this the League General Secretary must be notified.

When a player causes the assault his club secretary will notify the League General Secretary on the day of the incident giving the players full name, address and telephone number.

Conclusion: The League Executive Committee will financially and in administration give support to any intended prosecution for physical assault resulting from the participation in League controlled fixtures.
